Rep these 2 rows until there are 20 sts on
needle.  Place sts on holder.

2nd Triangle
Make same as 1st Triangle, leaving sts on
needle.

(Version 2), CO 2 sts and knit one row.
Following Stripe Sequence for Back and Front,
work as follows:

Row 1 (RS): Knit, inc’g in the first and last st
(knit into the front and back of st).
Row 2 (WS): Knit.

Rep Rows 1 and 2, maintaining Stripe Sequence
for Back and Front, until there are 46 sts, ending
with RS facing for next row.  Place sts on
holder.

2nd Triangle
Make same as 1st Triangle, leaving sts on
needle.

Join Triangles
With RS facing, place sts of both triangles onto
same needle with a stitch marker between them.

Next Row (RS): Knit into the front and back of
first st; knit to within 2 sts of marker; k2togtbl;
sl marker; k2tog; knit to last st; knit into the
front and back of last st.
Next Row (WS): Knit.

Rep these two rows, maintaining Stripe
Sequence for Back and Front, until there are 39
garter ridges (Version 1) or 40 garter ridges
(Version 2), ending by working the 6th row of
Port Wine (Version 1) or 2nd row of Slate
(Version 2) in Stripe Sequence for Back and
Front.

Next Row (RS): With Yellow Ochre (Version 1)
or Foxglove (Version 2), knit into the front and
back of first st; knit to within 2 sts of marker;
k2togtbl; sl marker; k2tog; knit to last st; knit
into the front and back of last st.
Next Row (WS): With Yellow Ochre (Version
1) or Foxglove (Version 2), knit 26; BO center 40;
knit 26.

Insert Pockets
Next Row (RS): With Ivy (Version 1) or Slate
(Version 2), inc in first st; k25; place pocket sts,
RS facing, on left needle; knit first 18 pocket sts;
k2togtbl; place marker; k2tog; knit last 18
pocket sts; k25; inc in last st.
Next Row (WS): With Ivy (Version 1) or Slate
(Version 2), knit.

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Yellow Ochre, 2 Black] 25 times); end 2 Yellow
Ochre, 1 Black.  
Version 2: As above, replacing Black with Slate
and Yellow Ochre with Granite.

Work in Checkerboard
Pattern until piece measures 64” (or length
necessary to ease comfortably in place up entire
right edge, around neck edge, and down entire
left edge).  BO.  Sew one edge of border to
garment.  Fold in half and sew other edge to
inside border.

Bottom Border
With US 6 and Black (Version 1) or Slate
(Version 2) and with RS facing, pick up 10 sts
along bottom of Left Front Border, 1 st along
bottom of Left Front, Back and Right Front
between each garter ridge, 10 sts along bottom
of Right Front Border.  Turn.  BO in purl.
